	Phase 1

Tune In
	How can a book teach me about the war?
	· Student’s History books and associated materials.
· Access to a copy of the text ‘Memorial’ by Gary Crew.

· Whiteboard and associated materials.

· Class set of iPads with access to the Popplet app or access to the internet to access the Popplet website

· KWL Chart Worksheets
	· Introduce the book ‘Memorial’ by Gary Crew (engaging text), through the use of the guiding question; How can a book teach me about the war?
· Discuss the theme of the book by asking students to make predictions on what they think the theme of the story is through the information seen on the front cover – the title and illustrations/pictures.

· Assess students’ prior knowledge of books through the use of questions like: What are the features of a book? What do all books have? What is the name given to the person who writes the book? What is the name given to the person who draws the pictures in the book?
· Encourage discussion of students’ predictions of the book’s theme, in pairs through the use of questions like: What do you think the story is about? What did you see on the cover that helped you establish this prediction?

· Generate class discussion through the sharing of predictions to generate a ‘whole class’ prediction.

· Write the prediction on the board for future reference.
· Read the story to the students paying attention to and emphasising key words and phrase that will help answer the guiding question.

· After reading the book, reflect on the student’s individual and whole class predictions to determine whether they were correct.
· Ensure students are aware of the rules associated to using the iPads.

· Use iPads and Popplet app or website to allow students to ‘connect the dots’ on their knowledge of war through creating a mind map.

· Use a KWL Chart to assess students’ knowledge of what they know about war and what they want to know about war, ensuring that students are aware that there only needs to be writing in the ‘What I already know’ and ‘What I want to know’ columns of the chart and to leave the ‘What I have learnt’ column empty.


	Phase 2

Explore
	Where did the word ANZAC come from and what does it stand for?

	· Whiteboard and associated materials.

· Students’ history books and associated materials.

· Access to the internet

· YouTube Clips depicting what the word means and one example of a significant soldier who is constantly associated with the word ANZAC and the related celebrations - John Simpson Kirkpatrick and his donkey, more commonly known as ‘Simpson and his Donkey’.
· Class sets of resources like  flash cards, posters and charts of significant words relating to the word ANZAC

· Access to KWL Chart
	· Introduce the lesson by having the word ‘ANZAC’ written on the whiteboard and brainstorm with the students what they know about the word to assess their prior knowledge. Inform students that they need to copy the mind web that is being written on the board into their books.

· Incorporate the use of both YouTube clips depicting what the word means and one example of a significant soldier who is constantly associated with the word ANZAC and the related celebrations - John Simpson Kirkpatrick and his donkey, more commonly known as ‘Simpson and his Donkey’.
· Use referring questions like, can we add something to our mind web now that we’ve watch some videos?
· Connect the importance of the word ANZAC and the things it is associated with through the use of flash cards, posters and charts of significant words and phrases associated and their meanings.
· Gain to access the website for the Australian War memorial where a whole class search for questions established from the previous lesson like: ‘Who was involved in the war?’ and ‘Why were they involved?’ etc.

· Use the Australian War Memorial website to help determine the reason behind the formation of the word ANZAC and its origins.
· Ask students to add what they have learnt to their KWL Charts and things they want to know more about.

	Phase 3

Look
	When, why and how is ANZAC Day Celebrated?
	· Access to a copy of the text ‘Memorial’ by Gary Crew.

· Whiteboard and associated materials.

· Student’s History books and associated materials 
· Class set of iPads with access to the Popplet app or access to the internet to access the Popplet website
· Access to the internet to watch YouTube clip.


	· Introduce the lesson by reading ‘Memorial’ by Gary Crew again. Once finished ask students to make a list in their history books of the things they have noticed in the story this time that they never did when they first heard it.
· Generate a class discussion by asking students to share their answers, taking note of their answers on the board.

· Ask the students to form groups of four. When formed grab an iPad and access the Popplet app to create a mind map of the group’s knowledge about the following questions: When is ANZAC Day? Why is ANZAC Day celebrated? and How is ANZAC Day celebrated?
· Generate a class discussion by asking groups to share their answers, taking notes of their answers on the board.

· Watch the YouTube about Drew Mitchell, an Australian rugby Union player and his opinion of ANZAC Day and its importance. 


	Phase 4

Sort
	What does ANZAC Day have in common with other days celebrated in Australia like Australia Day and NAIDOC Day?
	· Access to the Compare and Contrast activity sheets

· Butchers paper and markers for students to write information on.
· Access to iPads where students can research the specific day given to their group.
	· Move the class to the library. When at the Library, separate students in into three groups. One group for each of the following; ANZAC Day, Australia Day and NAIDOC Day.
· Inform students that the aim of this activity is for them to gain enough information on their given subject area to share with the class in the next lesson. Insure that the students keep in mind that the more information find, the bigger their knowledge base will be, therefore there is more that they can teach their peers about the subject area. 

· Inform students that they will be using the iPads to access information as well as the resources available in the library and that you expect to see at least one resource from the library.
· All of the gained information and facts are to be written onto the butcher’s paper so that it can be shared with the class in the next lesson.

· At the end of the lesson ask the students to fill out their individual copy of the Compare and Contrast Activity sheet for the day they have been focusing on.

	Phase 5

Test
	What does ANZAC Day have in common with other days celebrated in Australia like Australia Day and NAIDOC Day?
	· Access to the Compare and Contrast activity sheets
· Butchers paper sheets with information written on from the previous lesson.
· Whiteboard and associated materials and blu-tac to display students work when presenting
	· Students use their knowledge gained in the previous phase/lesson to present their newfound knowledge to the class. Students use blu-tac to display their information and facts about their specific day, which they learnt in the previous phase/lesson. When on display students are to share their gained knowledge with the class.
· Once each group has shared their gained knowledge, and each sheet is attached to the whiteboard, inform students that they are to fill in the information about the two different important days celebrated in Australia.
· When complete, generate a class discussion about the common and different attributes of each day.

	Phase 6

Act
	What feelings and emotions are connected to ANZAC Day?
	· Access to the internet to view two video clips found online
· Student’s History books ad associated materials

· Access to a copy of the text ‘Memorial’ by Gary Crew.

· Whiteboard and associated materials.
	· Introduce the lesson by addressing the focus question of: What feelings and emotions are connected to ANZAC Day? 
· Access two video clips found online via the following links;

· Re-read the focus text again, asking students if they can see links to this newfound knowledge to the from the video clip to the book. 

· Ask students to  write where they can see feelings and emotions into their history books, and write down how they would feel if they were in the same circumstance as one of the characters in the story on in the movie


	Phase 7

Reflect
	How is ANZAC Day important to Australia’s History? 
What did I find out? What does ANZAC Day mean to me?

	· Access to students history book and related materials
· Individual student speeches and posters.
	· End of term assessment piece – As a culmination to the unit students are asked to prepare and present a speech and poster informing both the teacher and fellow class mates about what they have learnt during the unit, what ANZAC Day means to them, and their answer to the Key inquiry question of “How is AZNAC Day important to Australia’s history?”
